A Closer Look!!
Q.2. 'What rule hath God given to direct us how we may glorify and
enjoy him?

A.2.  The Word of God, which is contained in the Scriptures of the Old
and New Testaments, is the only rule to direct us how we may
glorify and enjoy him.

What does it mean?

The word “rule” here means “standard” or “measure.” Think of a “ruler.”
The question is essentially asking, “How can I know what it means to know
God’s plan and purpose? To what source can I turn?” The answer we
must give is Seripture alone. Humans look to many sources for wisdom, but
for us Christians there can be no other authority.
