Catechism Corner 

 
WSC Q. 103. What do we pray for in the third petition? 
A. In the third petition, which is, Thy will be done in earth, as it is in 
heaven, we pray that God, by his grace, would make us able and willing to 

know, obey, and submit to his will in all things, as the angels do in heaven. 

 
We tend to think of ourselves when we pray.  We tend to think 
about what we would like God to do for us.  But Jesus teaches us 
that the purpose of prayer is actually to seek God’s will, not our 

own.  What we should want isn’t ultimately what we want, but 
what God wants.  This is how Jesus himself prays in Gethsemane, 
and it is how we should pray as well.
