Catechism Corner 

 

WSC Q. 14. What is sin? 
A. Sin is any want of conformity unto, or transgression of, the law of God. 

 
This is an important definition!  We often view sin as bad stuff that 
we do, and it is that!  Lying, cheating, murder, etc. would fit under 
the category “transgression of the law of God.”  But sin is also a 
“want of conformity to the law of God.”  What is a “want of 
conformity”?  It is a failure to conform, a failure to fulfill our 
obligation.  When I fail to love my neighbor as I’ve been 
commanded it is sin – want of conformity to the law of God.  We 
also talk about these two types of sin as sins of 
“commission” (transgressions) and sins of “omission” (want of 
conformity).
