WSC Q. 33. What is justification? 
A. Justification is an act of God's free grace, wherein he pardoneth all our 
sins, and accepteth us as righteous in his sight, only for the righteousness of 

Christ imputed to us, and received by faith alone. 

 
The central doctrine of our faith is “justification by faith alone.”  
God forgives us our sins and counts us righteous not because of any 
good in us (we’re sinners!), but because Christ is good.  We receive 

his righteousness by faith alone, completely apart from any good that 

we do.  It is by God’s grace alone.
